8) 2nd corners fish-hook (left shoulder round each other to come back to partner
waiting at home on the side) and launch into
B1 (1-6)  Full counterclockwise poussette (finishes early because it starts offset)

(7-8)  Balance and open facing in; all home
B2 (1-2)  1stcorners cross R

(3-4) 2nd corners cross L
(5-8) Partners two-hand balance, then California twirl to face new neighbors (twirl

under hand closer to new neighbors)

NOTE: This was written as a proper dance, where you'll dance both roles. You may find it easier to
remain a first corner or a second corner through the whole dance; you and your partner may cross over at
each end of the set to accomplish this, or choose not to.
