Village Harmony programs always include hymns from the early
New England and southern shape-note singing traditions, with
their fiery religious poetry, lively four-part counterpoint and
stark open harmonies. Their programs also include powerful
new works in shape-note style by contemporary New England
composers.

In past years Village Harmony has performed at the eastern
division of American Choral Directors Association, on Garrison
Keillor’s Prairie Home Companion, and at the Smithsonian
Institution. Each year their spring tour takes them somewhere
new: to England, to Russia, to the mid-western United States,
up and down the East Coast, or to Georgia and Alabama, where,
without fail, they are received as one of the most exciting young
singing groups of our time.
