Summary of BFMS

Board Meeting
December 6, 2005

Paul Ballard reported that St. Mark’s has
tripled the amount they are charging to
use the church for dances and other events.
Although the rental amount is still reason-
able compared to other venues, this is caus-
ing a strain on the Monday night English
dance and the Second Saturday dance. We
are looking at ways to offset that increase,
for example cutting back on set up and
clean up time at dances. The best way to
offset the increase would be to bring in
more dancers. Just 7 new dancers at the
Monday night dance would offset the
increase. Consider making the Monday
night dance a part of your social calendar
and talk it up with your friends.

The Tellabration storytelling event was a
success, the children, especially, enjoyed it.
Mid-Winter Ball sales are going well.

Jessie Newburn, who is doing a special
project on marketing, showed the new
BFMS “business cards” she has designed.
