Dear Dr. Dance: Tonight I had a puzzling experience. I 
got ready for the dance, took a shower, brushed my hair, 
put on my pretty skirt and tee shirt, and spritzed myself 
with my favorite perfume.

Dear Smelling: Even though the common wisdom is that 
perfume makes you more appealing, at a contra dance, it 
can have the opposite effect.

Try coming to the dance without  wearing 
perfume. You will still be attractive to other dancers and 
you will help make the environment safe for everyone to 
enjoy the dance.
